HAITI DISASTER
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Hello,

As | write this it has been a week since
the devastating earthquake in Haiti
and | have been seeing a number of
messages come into my inbox on this
subject. There has been some traffic
on the SATERN and other nets and we
likely can anticipate that there will be
more amateur traffic as the rescue and
rebuilding efforts continue.

Each emergency situation brings its
own set of particular conditions which
must be dealt with. The fact that there
has not been as large an amateur ra-
dio participation in this disaster as has
been the case for most others can be
attributed to those conditions. There
are very few amateurs in Haiti, the
country is desperately poor and the
destruction was of catastrophic propor-
tions. All of this has meant that many
of the organizations going in have
been using other means of communi-
cations to get word out.

Does this bode poorly for Amateur Ra-
dio? No. Amateur Radio stands ready
to help in this and other emergencies.
My understanding is that Amateur
Radio is being used for at least some
traffic on VHF and UHF both within
Haiti and to the Dominican Repubilic.

In emergencies to come Amateur Ra-
dio will still be one of the first voices to
tell the world of what comes to pass.

Ironically this month's meeting topic
relates to the earthquake as we will
learn more of the changes the Min-
istere de Sécurité Public is making in
the field of emergency measures and,
specifically, communications.

It promises to be an interesting meet-

Massive Earthquake Strikes Haiti

On Tuesday, January 12 at 4:53 PM Haiti time (2153 UTC), a magnitude
7.0 earthquake hit 10 miles (15 kilometers) west of Port-au-Prince,

the island nation's capital. Communications in and out of Haiti have
been disrupted. No word has been received as of yet from any of

Haitian Amateur Radio operators. The ARRL encourages US amateurs to
be aware of the emergency operations on the following frequencies:
7.045 and 3.720 MHz (IARU Region 2 nets), 14.265, 7.265 and 3.977
MHz (SATERN nets), and 14.300 MHz (Intercontinental Assistance and
Traffic Net). The International Radio Emergency Support Coalition
(IRESC) is also active on EchoLink node 278173.

IARU Region 2 Area C Emergency Coordinator, Arnie Coro, CO2KK, is
coordinating a multi-national response by hams. There are organized
nets on 7.045 and 3.720 MHz; amateurs are asked to monitor the
frequencies, but to also keep them clear of non-essential traffic.

Amateur Radio operators should also be aware that emergency traffic
pertaining to the Haitian earthquake is expected on the SATERN
frequencies of 14.265 MHz, 7.265 MHz and 3977 MHz, according to
SATERN's leader, Major Pat McPherson. The Salvation Army is
accepting health and welfare traffic requests on its Web site.

"As late as 9:45 PM local time (0245 UTC), we have not been able to
contact any amateur or emergency services stations in Haiti," Coro
said in an e-mail. "Amateurs from Cuba, the Dominican Republic,
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Puerto Rico and Venezuela are monitoring the 40 meter band
frequency. We are still keeping watch on 7.045 MHz, hoping that
someone in Haiti may have access to a transceiver and at least a car
battery to run it," but so far. no HH stations have checked in.

Tuesday's quake was felt in the Dominican Republic, which shares the
island of Hispaniola with Haiti, and in Eastern Cuba, but no major
damage was reported in either place.

The January 13 edition of The Daily DX reported that the Rev John
Henault, HH6JH, made contact late Wednesday morning with the
Intercontinental Assistance and Traffic Net (IATN) on 14.300 MHz;
this is the IARU Global Center of Activity frequency for emergency
communications. He said that he was safe, but had no power and no
phone service. He was operating on battery power and hoping to get a
generator running later in the day. The edition also noted that

Pierre Petry, HH2/HB9AMO -- who was in Cap Haitien (about 140 km
north of Port-au-Prince) is "okay"; Petry is in Haiti working for

the United Nations World Food Program. Later today, he will be
traveling to the capital.

The UN's 9000 peacekeepers in Haiti -- many of whom are from Brazil
-- were distracted from aid efforts by their own tragedy: Many spent
the night hunting for survivors in the ruins of their headquarters.

"It would appear that everyone who was in the building, including my
friend Hedi Annabi, the United Nations' Secretary General's special
envoy, and everyone with him and around him, are dead," French
Foreign Minister Bernard Kouchner said Wednesday, speaking on French
radio. UN peacekeeping chief Alain Le Roy would not confirm that
Annabi was dead, but said he was among more than 100 people missing
in the rubble of its headquarters. He said only about 10 people had

been pulled out, many of them badly injured. Fewer than five bodies
had been pulled from the rubble, he said.

The United Nations said the capital's main airport was "fully
operational" and that relief flights would begin on Wednesday,
January 13.

The situation in Haiti is still chaotic. More information will be
posted as soon as possible. Information is being validated and

shared between many amateur groups and news sources as it unfolds.

Haiti, the Amateur perspective.

We have all seen the tragic human toll and devastation of the Haitian earthquake as reported
by the media. We have been asked what the Amateur community is doing about it.

To our knowledge, since the hearthquake, less than half a dozen Hams have been reporting
from Haiti and have done so very sporadically. Most have severe constraints for electricity,
fuel or other required facilities.

Apart from a couple of Hams embedded with the UN or the Red Cross, none other have
succeeded to enter the country and stay to operate.

Yesterday, a convoy of Dominicans made up of representatives from that government and
including 8 Amateurs, entered Haiti by road on its way to their Embassy in Port-au-Prince.
Almost at destination they were attacked by gunfire resulting in one dead and several
wounded. All 8 Amateurs are safe. The convoy turned around and is now safely back in the
Dominican Republic.

Outside of Haiti,there are scores of Hams listening on the published HF frequencies for
emergency communications and ready for any QSPs.

Here in Canada, our Vice President Field Services, Doug Mercer, VO1DTM, is watching
the situation very closely, ready to give any help that might be needed.

We also have French speaking operators like Gerry, VE2AW and Richard, VE2DX, that are
ready on the frequencies to speak to anyone in need in Haiti.

We are also getting ready for the future. At the Request of the Salvation Army SATERN I
have recruited about 20 Hams, fluent in French, that are now poised to leave for Haiti when
required.

This is the situation as of now and we will update you when we have something significant
to report.

Radio hams flee Haiti after convoy fired on

Date : 18 /01 /2010

Eight radio amateurs from Radio Club Dominicano (RCD) who were operating under the callsign
HISBRCD/HH have had to abort their operations after the convoy they were travelling in was fired
on. EB9GF, who is integrated in the Spanish Red Cross contingent, was able to contact the col-
leagues from the Radio Club Dominicano (RCD). The RCD has two VHF repeaters in use for Red
Cross, one in the Dominican republic and a new repeater active near the border with Haiti.

RCD initially reported that their team crossed the Haitian border at 10:50 hours Haitian time arriv-
ing at the Dominican Embassy in Haiti at 14:29 hours when they started installing and testing their
equipment. Within a few hours though, reports via the RCD Facebook page confirmed by a long
telephone conversation between Hugo Ramn HI8VRS and Ramon Sanyoyo XE1KK of IARU R2
reported that the HIBRCD team of eight amateurs, were back in the border town of Jimani (Do-
minican Republic). Their convoy, which included other non related Dominicans, was assaulted and
one person reported dead. The Radio Amateurs were uninjured but decided to leave the capital
for safety and return to the border unescorted. They report the situation as extremely unsafe and
scary. The repeaters they have installed remain in service linking the Haitian and Dominican capi-
tals, and are being used by the Red Cross and Civil Defense since there is no other way to com-
municate. The station at the Embassy in Haiti could not be activated though.

To confirm, all members of the HCD team are safe and have returned to Jimanji in the Dominican
Republic.

In other reports, John Henault HH6JH who is engaged in Missionary work with homeless children
in Port au Prince continues to make contacts on 20m using power from a neighbour's generator
and very pleased that amateur radio enabled him to let his friends in the USA know he was alive.
Another radio amateur in the country, Pierre Petry HH2/HB9AMO who works for the UN food pro-
gram is also safe. However nothing is known at this stage of about another ten hams in Haiti.
