WI1AW Offers Code Practice, Bulle-
tins via EchoLink

Audio from W1AWOs CW code prac
tices and CW(/digital bulletins is now
available using EchoLink via the
W1AW Conference Server
OW1AWBDCT.O The 9:45 PM ET
phone bulletin is currently unavailable
via W1AWBDCT. The audio is sent in
real-time and runs concurrently with
W1AWGOs regular transmission sched
ule. According to W1AW Station
Manager Joe Carcia, NJ1Q, this server
is currently at an experimental stage:
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OSince the server is located at ARRL --
and uses the ARRLOs Internet connec
tion -- there may be an issue as to how
many users can connect to
W1AWBDCT via EchoLink. The cur
rent number of connections is set to
350. If the current system can properly
handle these connections without ad
versely affecting the performance of
the conference server, this number will
be bumped up higher.O All users who
connect to the conference server are
muted. Please note that any questions
or comments should not be sent via the
OTextO window in EchoLink.

CRSA Requests Clear Frequencies
Following Earthquake

The Chinese Radio Sports Association
(CRSA) has requested that 7.050 and
7.060 MHz be kept clear to allow for
emergency communications (at times
when there might be propagation to
the affected area) following the 7.1
earthquake in the Yu Shu District,
Qinghai Province on April 13. Ateam
of Chinese amateurs are already active
in supporting the rescue and recovery
efforts; on April 15, they flew to Qinrg
hai to deliver communications equip
ment and provide communications
support. Almost 1200 people are eon
firmed dead, at least are 10,000 injured
and thousands of families are heme

less. According td he Daily DX wa

ter, electricity and other infrastructures
have been cut. At this time of year,
temperatures in Yu Shu -- a high pla
teau area -- fall to -5 degrees Celsius a
night, hampering rescue efforts and
making the need for shelter important.
